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Using the CS1 Computing Science Linux Server
File Transfer (transferring files to and from your space on the server)
Introduction
Transferring files to and from the Computing Science server requires the use of a secure FTP client program running on a local computer, whether in the lab or at home.  

Many popular graphical FTP clients may not work because the client requires understanding of the secure protocols used by the Linux server.
As part of the same group of files that offers the secure terminal program PuTTY, the secure FTP client PSFTP provides a simple method of downloading (from) or uploading (to) the server.
Method
The PSFTP program is a DOS-based, CLI program that allows for quick and easy file transfers.  

After downloading the PSFTP program (just put it on the Windows' desktop), double-click the icon. This will open a command prompt window.
From this window, and the psftp> prompt, the following common commands are available to manipulate files in your account space:
open – connects to a remote computer; example:  open  cs1.cariboo.bc.ca
lcd – changes the local directory of the local computer; example:  lcd  c:\files
cd – changes the remote directory of the server computer; example: cd comp_programs
dir – displays a listing of the files in the remote directory; example:  dir
get – gets (downloads) a file from the server to the local directory; example:  get  output_prog.txt
put – puts (uploads) a file to the server from the local directory; example:  put  prog.c
delete – removes a file from the server
bye or quit – ends PSFTP and closes the prompt window

help – displays all the available commands
!command – executes a DOS command on the local computer; example:  !dir   
Example
In this example, 2 files are downloaded from the server, and 1 file uploaded.  It all happens in the local directory:  c:\filetransfers
psftp> open cs1.cariboo.bc.ca
login as: jthompson
Using username "jthompson".

jthompson@cs1.cariboo.bc.ca's password:

Remote working directory is /home/jthompson
psftp> lcd c:\filetransfers

psftp> get exercise1.c

psftp> get output_exercise1.txt

psftp> put working.c

psftp> bye

Now the files exercise1.c and output_exercise1.txt are waiting for further editing (possibly inclusion in a single MS Word file) and print out.
